PotashCorp Sportsplex a popular spot

Moosomin’s PotashCorp
Sportsplex has become a popular
spot over the year since it opened,
offering sports simulators, winter
golf leagues, a walking track,
bowling lanes complete with glow
bowling, and pickle ball courts. The
sports simulators include different
golf courses from all around the
world, and many other sports and
games. The facility includes food
services and a bar.

Moosomin recreation director
Mike Schwean says the facility has
seen a lot of use since it opened in
the fall of 2016.

“It’s been really busy,” he said.
“The men’s and ladies” golf nights
bring out a lot of people. We have
lots of Christmas parties booked
through December and into January,
some for businesses and some for
families. We had 30 parties booked
last year—we have 40 this year,
including a lot from out of town.”

Schwean had high hopes for the
Sportsplex, and it has turned out
to be even more popular than he
expected.

“Some things went even better

than we thought. We have more
walkers than we ever would have
thought, Mens night and Ladies
night have taken off, the bowling
alley is popular, pickle ball is
proving popular—it’s fantastic.
The simulators are as busy as we
expected they would be. We had just
a fantastic year in our first year.”

He said more programs are
running at the Sportsplex than first
planned. “We have the health region
using it, we have exercise classes in
there, we have so many walkers, on
the bowling alley side we're going
to try to run a Wednesday night
kids” bowling league, the seniors
are looking at a Friday afternoon
bowling league—there are just a ton
of things going on.”

He sees more potential for year-
round use of the facility witl}: the
development of Tim Hortons
Outdoor Eventplex. “Finishing the
deck and the stage means there’s
so much more we can do there next
spring and summer,” he said. “It’s
just a fantastic facility.”

The facility is unique.

“I’ve never seen anything

like this in any other town,” sa
Schwean. “When we took over t
bowling alley, I thought two sports
simulators joined to the bowling
alley might bring in a few more
people, and it just grew from there.

“We started thinking about
things that we could include, and I
envisioned just what we have now,
with the walking track, with the
park in the back.

“A few weeks ago you had a story
in the newspaper about how you
remember when the Convention
Centre was built and how you
couldn’t imagine the town without
it now—and now the Sportsplex
is almost to that point. So many
people rely on the programming
there, you can’t imagine the town
without it. It’s so valuable to so
many people for different reasons.

“There are probably 60 people
registered for our challenge walks,
whether it’s the Trans-Canada or
the Pacific Plunge. They are there
every day, along with the exercise
classes, the health region, people
using the simulators—it’s a great
community facility.”

Winter Fun Guide
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A rider enjoys the trails

Got a sled?
Ride the beautiful Tri Valley Trails

If you like to make the most of winter on the
Prairies by hopping on a snowmobile and spending
your day sledding, then you're in luck.

The Tri Valley Trails provide 270 kilometres of
snowmobile trails in the area, linking three scenic
valleys—the Pipestone, the Assiniboine and the
Qu’Appelle. The trails run from south of Moosomin
up north to Spy Hill, west to Tantallon, and east
into Manitoba where they link up with Manitoba’s
SnoMan Trails. On the west side, the trails link
up with the Esterhazy snowmobile club’s trails,
allowing riders to continue riding right up to
Yorkton.

The trails are fully groomed, with warmup shacks
along the way, and all of the trails are marked,
making for safe riding.

Any snowmobile licensed in Saskatchewan also
has their trail pass covered in Manitoba, and vice
versa, allowing licensed snowmobilers to ride
between provinces on one license.

It's a great way to ride, and it’s not uncommon for
snowmobilers to see deer, moose, coyotes and other
wildlife along the trails.

Warmup shacks are located at Moosomin,
Rocanville, Welwyn, and Spy Hill, and are stocked
with firewood for those wishing to take a break
and build a fire. There are also signs along the trails
for local businesses who support the trails system,
many who provide services to snowmobilers, such
as meals, repairs, and accessories.

While a membership in the Tri Valley Trails club is
not required to ride the trails, buying a membership
is a great way to support the trails system and the
club so that the trails can continue to be marked and
groomed in the future.
